Cutting-Edge Hadassah 

Receives Most Advanced 

Radiotherapy System to Treat 

Cancer  
 ñThe arrival of our new linear accelerator takes us to a whole 

new level of delivering radiotherapy,ò relates Dr. Marc Vigoda, 

head of the Hadassah Medical Centerôs Radiotherapy Unit in the 

Sharett Institute of Oncology. 

Speed and precision are essential parameters in delivering 

radiotherapy. The challenge is that healthy cells often get 

destroyed in the process. With this new state-of-the-art accelerator, 

radiotherapists can deliver higher doses of radiation in less time 

and have greater control. A course of treatment that used to take a 

month can now be completed in a week. 

"The system is so advanced that it can find even a tiny tumor 

and target it for radiation--even when it is close to a vital organ. In 

the past we often worried about harming organs that were very 

close to the tumors,ò according to Dr. Vigoda. 

Previously a tumor close to the spine might have been both 

inoperable and beyond the possibility of irradiating.  But with the 

new accelerator, a Novalis Turebeam STx2016, itôs much easier to 

pinpoint this lethal tumor and destroy it.  If there are numerous 

metastases of brain cancer, they can be radiated simultaneously, 

decreasing the risk for the patient and providing more effective 

eradication of the cancer. 

Among the systemôs special features is a robotic couch, which 

the patients lies on during treatment.  It rotates in a variety of 

directions, allowing for maximum accuracy in positioning the 

patient for treatment. During the radiation therapy the system 

checks the patient many times, photographing him so the physician 

can evaluate the accuracy of the therapy in real time. In addition, 

the system includes a mechanism that takes into account the 

patientôs breathing pattern and how it affects the patientôs 

positioning, ensuring maximum accuracy in targeting the tumor.

Dore Gold: Ties with Sunni 

world growing quietly  

Israel has contacts with almost every Arab state. 
But building these relationships needs to be done 
cautiously without necessarily 

making them public. 

 

 Foreign Ministry director-general 
Dore Gold said at the 16th annual 
Herzliya Conference on June 15 that 
there is a ñstrategic convergenceò 
between Israel and the Sunni Arab world 
and that the Palestinian issue is at the 
bottom of priorities. 
 In a meeting with an unnamed Middle Eastern 
counterpart, Gold discovered that their talking points for their 
meeting were almost identical, with the Palestinian issue close to 
the bottom of the list of issues, he said during a panel discussing 
the region. 
 ñIôm not trying to play football with the Palestinian issue, 
but in fact, on both papers, the Palestinian issue was not the No. 
1 issue. It was pretty close to the bottom.ò 
 That does not mean Israel should not try to get a 
breakthrough, ñbut we have to realize that isnôt any more of the 
currency with which you build ties in much of the Arab world, the 
Sunni world...20-30 years ago everyone said to solve the 
Palestinian issue and you will have peace with the Arab world.ò 
 ñAnd increasingly we are becoming convinced it is the 
exact opposite. It is a different order we have to create,ò the top 
Israeli diplomat added. We have many new opportunities, as 
ñmany countries to our east fear Iranian power,ò he said. 
 But building these relationships needs to be done 

cautiously, he said, without necessarily making them public. 
 However, Ahmed Majdalani, a member of the PLO 
Executive Committee, called the Israeli government ñthe most 
right-wingò and poured cold water on any Israeli plans to 
normalize relations with the Arab world. 
 ñIsrael claims normalization with Arab countries is under 
way, but this is nothing but an attempt to mislead,ò he asserted, 
going on to explain that this would not happen as long as there is 
no progress toward the creation of a Palestinian state. 
 Also on the panel, Edward Luttwak, a senior associate at 
the Center for Strategic and International Studies, argued that 
Iraq, Syria, and even Turkey would not remain the same territorial 
states as they once were and that their borders would be altered 
due to the ongoing regional violence. 
 Salman Shaikh, the former director of Brookings Doha 
Center and founder and CEO of the Shaikh Group, sought to play 
down the Shiôite-Sunni dynamic of the conflict, saying that 
fundamentally the regional problems are political and have taken 
on sectarian overtones. 
 He asserted that Iran has the biggest influence in Syria, 
not Russia. 
 In a separate speech, Maj.- Gen. Herzi Halevi, head of 
IDF Intelligence, noted that unlike in the past when there were a 
few states, now there are many actors. 
 Regarding Iran he said, ñThe nuclear agreement was a 
great achievement for Iran, allowing them to be accepted among 
the worldôs nations, and we believe they will honor it for the first 
few years.ò 
 At the same time, continued Halevi, ñIran is investing 
great efforts against Israel,ò including support for Hamas, 
Hezbollah, and Islamic Jihad. 
 On the Palestinian front, he said action by Israeli 
security forces has led to a drop in the number of terrorist attacks 
since last October.
