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Human Trafficking 

ATLANTA topped the list of the largest locations for the sex trade industry between 2003 and 2007. According to 
FBI statistics, Atlanta ranks among the top 14 cities for domestic minor sex trafficking: about 300 girls across 
Atlanta are lured into trafficking every month. 

Human trafficking is defined as the forceful recruitment of women and children for commercial sex acts or 
involuntary servitude and work. An estimated 600,000 people are trafficked across international borders each year; 
and approximately 15,000 of them come into the United States. It is the second fastest growing and largest criminal 
industry in the world. Sex trafficking can occur through escort and marriage services, at brothels, and even at bars 
and clubs. It is found in domestic housekeeping arrangements and often in small business operations like nail salons 
or restaurants. Eighty percent of transnational victims are women and girls, up to 50% of them minors. 

Right here in Atlanta, the Asian Massage Spas are making approximately $33,500,000 each year. 

Human trafficking has become a major focus on the national stage, thanks to the hard work of community advocates, 
including Hadassah members and supporters across the country. Hadassah is a staunch advocate for the prevention 
of all forms of violence against women and children and supports anti-human trafficking legislation. Hadassah was a 
vocal supporter of the Justice for Victims of Trafficking Act and continues to work actively at the grassroots level to 
support additional federal and state anti-trafficking legislation. For more information on the issue, download:

Hadassah urges local chapters and their members to become informed and to advocate by joining local coalitions to 
combat human trafficking. The Atlanta Jewish community has responded, and Congregation Ahavath Achim is one of 
the leading synagogues operation successful efforts. In the past two years, effective legislation was passed in GA to 
institute criminal penalties and support for victims of trafficking.
