Official Contest Rules for The Hadassah Foundation’s Chai Year Essay Contest and Video Contest

How to Enter: 
· All entrants must submit a signed, official entry form.

· Entrants may submit either one essay (500-600 words) or one video (no more than 60 seconds in length) that addresses either of the following set of questions:

1. What are your aspirations as a female Jewish leader in your community?  How do you want to change or add to the world?  
2. Which Jewish female leader, past or present, inspires you, and why? How has she influenced your dreams and aspirations?

· All entries must be submitted electronically to foundationgrant@hadassah.org, along with an official entry form, attached below, BY 5:00 PM EST MONDAY, JULY 10, 2017. 
· Essay entries must be typed, double spaced, in English, and submitted as a Word or PDF document.
· Video entries must be in English and be submitted in one of the following formats: .mp4, .mov, .avi, or .wmv. We will not accept a link to an URL or a physical DVDs. Minimum video quality is 480p Standard Quality (640 x 480 dimensions), 720p (1280 x 720 dimensions), or 1080p (1920 x 1080 dimensions.)

· Entries must be original, not in the public domain, must be appropriate for publication (i.e. not obscene or offensive) and must not infringe or violate any law or the legal or equitable right of any person or entity, nor include any brand name, trademark or logo of any entity or contain material that infringes or violates any personal property rights of others or that constitutes defamation, invasion of privacy, or infringement of the intellectual property rights of any third person, or is otherwise unlawful. 
· Limit of one entry per person.
Eligibility:  The contests are open to U.S. students that are or were in the ninth through twelfth grades during the 2016-2017 academic year.  Board members and employees of Hadassah Foundation, Hadassah, The Women’s Zionist Organization of America, Inc. or Hadassah Medical Relief Association, Inc. and their immediate family members and household members are ineligible to enter.  Void where prohibited by law.

Prizes:
The essay contest winner will have an opportunity to have a one-on-one meeting via telephone or teleconference with Anita Diamant, author of “The Red Tent,” several guides to Jewish practice, and the New York Times best-seller, “The Boston Girl;” and the winner’s work may also be published in Hadassah Magazine.  
The video contest winner will have an opportunity to have a one-on-one meeting with Amanda Lipitz, a Tony Award winning Broadway producer and documentary filmmaker, via telephone or teleconference; and the winner’s work may also be featured on the Hadassah Foundation’s web site and/or in a video about the Hadassah Foundation’s Chai Year.  Ms. Lipitz served as Executive Producer and Creator of MTV's groundbreaking series Legally Blonde the Musical: The Search for Elle Woods; her documentary, STEP, was shown at the Sundance Festival and will be distributed by FOX Searchlight. 
Choosing the Winners:
All entries will be reviewed by the Hadassah Foundation, and its current Board members and certain former Board members who will select the winners based upon the following equally weighted criteria: 1) originality, 2) aptness to theme and 3) inspiration.  The judges’ decision is final and binding. 
Winners will be notified by email by 5:00 PM EST on September 15, 2017.
Miscellaneous:
The Hadassah Foundation reserves the right to cancel the contests and/or substitute or modify the prizes at any time for any reason whatsoever and without notice.  Prizes have no cash value.  Prizes must be accepted as awarded and are not convertible to cash. Prizes may not be sold, traded or transferred.
